CONCERTO COMPETITION 
FOR HIGH SCHOOL MUSICIANS 

 

The West Suburban Symphony Society is pleased to announce its 63rd annual concerto 
competition, which is open to string, wind, and vocal musicians in grades 9-12. 

On April 18, 2010, the competition winner will perform in concert in Westmont, Illinois,  
as soloist with the internationally acclaimed West Suburban Symphony Orchestra, led by 
Maestro Peter Lipari.  The winner will receive a $500 cash award and 2 concert tickets. 
 

 
Application process 

The competition takes place in two phases:   

 Entrants apply by mail; applications include a 
recording of at least 8 minutes of the solo they 
would play in the concert. 

 The Society’s competition committee selects  
up to 12 entrants who will perform as finalists 
before the competition judges. 

Before applying, entrants are urged to contact the 
Society for advance approval of their intended solo 
pieces, to verify that orchestral parts are available. 

Entrants may submit application materials for more 
than one selection, provided that each application 
packet is complete (including a separate entry fee, 
application form, and recorded audition). 

 

Schedule  

Entrants must submit their applications by U.S. Mail,  
postmarked by January 4, 2010.   

Finalists will be notified by January 14, 2010. 

Finalists will perform 8-minute excerpts from their solos 
in competition on February 13, 2010, in Clarendon 
Hills, Illinois. They must perform from memory.   

The competition winner will rehearse the complete solo 
work with the orchestra, in Clarendon Hills on: 

 Tuesday, April 13, at 7:30 p.m. 
 Saturday, April 17, at 9 a.m. 
 Sunday, April 18, at 2 p.m. 

The winner will perform in a concert that begins at  
4 p.m. on Sunday, April 18, at Westmont High School.

 This three-page entry form. 

 $20 check payable to West Suburban Symphony Society. 

 Audio CD or tape of entrant performing an 8-minute or longer excerpt from the solo 
work that he/she would perform in concert, should he/she win the competition.   

o Accompaniment is preferred but not required for the audition recording.  

o Video recordings are not acceptable as audition recordings.

                    (The photo must be either a 300-dpi (or better) digital file emailed to 
                       competition@westsubsymphony.org or a traditional print not computer-generated) 

o Play an 8-minute excerpt from my competition solo from memory, with piano accompaniment. 

o Bring my own piano accompanist. 

o Provide a copy of the full score (piano plus solo) to the judges at the live audition. 

I understand that if I win the competition, I must rehearse with the orchestra three times:   
at 7:30 p.m. April 13, at 9 a.m. April 17, and at 2 p.m. April 18.
